PUBLIC PATRON PROGRAM MEMBERSHIP TERMS

1. Advance payment by check, credit card or money order is required. Please make checks or money orders payable to the “Georgetown University Law Library” and mail it with the application to the Access Services Librarian, Edward Bennett Williams Law Library, Georgetown University Law Center, 111 G St. N.W., Washington, D.C. 20001. Fees are pro-rated during the membership year. If you wish  to join after September 1st, please contact the Public Patron Assistant at (202) 662 – 9138 to learn the correct pro-rated amount.
2. Membership in the Law Library’s Public Patron Program is effective upon receipt of the membership card(s). Please allow two weeks for processing. You will receive your new cards by mail. If you wish to make alternate arrangements, please contact the Public Patron Assistant at (202) 662 – 9138.
3. Membership in the Law Library’s Public Patron Program entitles subscribers to access the Edward Bennett Williams Law Library and the John Wolff International Law Library and also to obtain basic reference assistance. Public Patrons do not have access to LEXIS, WESTLAW or to the Computer Learning Center. Circulation privileges will consist of access to the reserve collections with two hour check out privileges and subject to any other limitations on the type of material allowed to circulate imposed by the Access Services Librarian. No other circulation privileges are to be extended at the present time. 
4. Membership cards are for identification and circulation purposes only. Copy cards for use in the photocopy machines must be purchased for $1.00 a piece from dispensing machines in the Front Lobby or in the photocopier rooms on either the third or fourth floors.
5. Public Patrons do not have after hours access to the Law Library.
6. Use of cell phones is restricted to non-study areas of the Library, such as the third floor copy room and the Front Lobby. Upon entering the stacks, cell phones must be turned off.                       
7. Public Patrons of Edward Bennett Williams Law Library or John Wolff International Law Library at the  Georgetown University Law Center shall not mutilate or destroy Library property.
